CAF
CAF is a state aid given from the French Government.
Note : No CAF for the students with temporary long-stay visa, in French « Dispense temporaire de titre de séjour ».
You can apply to this sate aid on their website.
We sent you or will send to you a tutorial which explains how to fill in their only application.
BUT note that Emilie and I or not in charge of the CAF, you have to fill in their form on your on and to go to their office downtown if you have any problems.
Moreover, we can’t state that you will get money and we can’t explain why some will get more than others (especially for the shared accommodations).
You MUST pay your rent every month on time (depending on the rules of each residence).
If your CAF is freezed because of administrative process or whatever reason, you MUST anyway pay your entire rent. The residence will deduce the CAF from your following rent(s) once the situation will be released.
So do not use a problem with your CAF to justify a delay in the payment of your rent !
If ever you don’t pay for your rent because you wait for the money from CAF, the Residence will warn the CAF that you didn’t your rent and the CAF will stop once for all to give you money.
Money from CAF is given only if your pay for a rent (for an ENTIRE RENT, you won’t get CAF if you leave the accommodation before the last day of the month), if there is no rent to pay = no CAF !!!!
Moreover in such situation, we will warn your University about it and the residence will ask you to leave the accommodation (as it is stated on the ACCOMMODATION-FORM you signed when you applied for the accommodation’s booking).
