Traffic
e Speedis limited to 30 km/h on campus
e Watch out for pedestrians, bicycles/scooters, STOP signs, and respect right-
of-way on parking lots (several accidents occur each year!)
e For cyclists and scooter users, remember helmets, lights, and high-visibility
vests, and no headphones

First aid / Emergency response
e Have you witnessed an accident requiring intervention? Call 03 5159 11 00 or
emergency services directly (15, 18, or 112, and 114 for people with hearing
impairments) in case of a life-threatening emergency.

Do you see a fire or smoke?
e Do not waste time and press a red alarm box; this will immediately trigger
the fire alarm. This also applies if you detect a suspicious smell (such as

gas).

When the fire alarm sounds

e Follow the instructions of the evacuation coordinators (wearing fluorescent
yellow vests)
Close doors and windows of the rooms you leave
Use the routes indicated on the evacuation plans
Do not use elevators
Do not re-enter buildings unless authorized by evacuation coordinators:
stopping the fire alarm does not mean the fire is under control or that the
drill is over

Answers

e How can I change my classes?

To change your classes, you must be careful because there is a deadline, after
this date It won't be possible to change at any circumstances. To change your
classes, you must send an email to the international office and tell them which
class you want to give up and what is the new one you want to join. If the class
you want to join is already full, you can send an email or meet directly the
teacher to ask if'it’s possible to be added to the class.

e Where can I print my documents?

To print your documents, you can go to the library where you can find printers
at your disposal. You also need to take your student card with you to log in and
print your documents.

e Where do I have to go to get my student card?

To make your student card, you have to go to the office, It’s open every day from
11:45 a.m. to 12:15 p.m.

e What should I do IfIlose my student card?

If you lose your student card it’s not free, you will have to pay 10€ to get a new
one. You will have to go to the dedicated office open every day between 11:45
a.m. and 12:15 p.m.

e Who can sign my arrival certificate?

To have your arrival certificate” signed, you must go to the international
relation office (KO08) and ask to Emilie Richard or Cassandra Jactel to sign It.

e Why do I need a visale account?

The visale account is for foreign students who need a French guarantor to get
an accommodation. This platform allows you to get a guarantor and then be
able to have access to CROUS accommodation or apartments. This process is
mandatory because you can’t rent a place without a guarantor in France.

e What are the administrative procedures to benefit from the CAF?

To benefit from the CAF, you need to create an account and make a request. You
can find the entire procedure about the “housing allowance” at the dedicated
page “tutorial”’ in the website.

The international relation office will send you an
email with a link to follow and change your password.

e How could I get my bus card?

If you want a bus transportation card, you need to go to TCAT store which is in
Troyes’s city center. Once on-site you have the choice between two
memberships; the {first membership is for a month, and the second
membership is for four months. Both are renewable.

e How do you pay with the student card?

To pay with your student card, you need to create an account on the app Izly
(with your smartphone) and add money in It. After that, when you go to a
CROUS restaurant or cafeteria you can pay with the card. Use your student card
and the QR code of your Izly account to pay.
